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the same before departmental committee comprising of guide, PG co-ordinator and 

two experts. 
 

 The first and last numbered page should be signed with date by student and guide/ 

guides.  

 

 On every page, page no./out of total pages’ should be mentioned .          

(including the title page) 
 

 

 On covering page, the information-------- 

      Date of Registration means month and year of admission to PG  (1st semester). 
 

 For sponsored dissertation, letter from sponsor should be attached, stating clearly the 

nature of sponsorship. 
 

 All references should be cited in the text in order of appearance. 
 

 Literature review should be in context with the proposed topic. 
 

 

 Signature page should not be a separate page. 
 

 

 The guide should check the synopsis thoroughly for appropriateness of the language 

and typographic errors. 
 

 Synopsis should not exceed ten (10) pages. 
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
