Kolhapur: The Shivaji Uni-
versity, Kolhapur (SUK)
will organise orientation
programmes for students
on answer book writing
skills in September.

A one-of-its-kind initia-
tive, the programme will fo-
cus on awareness on the ac-
curacy of the writing ans-
wers in final examinations
and dos and don’ts of wri-
ting answers.

" The programmes will be
conducted in Kolhapur,
Sangli and Satara districts.
The dates, however, have
not been finalised, varsity
officials said.

Mahesh Kakade, direc-
tor of the board of examina-
tions and evaluation, told
TOI, “This is our effort to
create awareness among
students for better writing
in the examination. The
answers cannot be defined
just by the quantity; there
has to be quality in it and.
this orientation program-
me precisely focuses on it.

We have two experts --
one from the SUK and one
from Pune, who will guide
the students about the wri-
ting skills that they must
show during the examina-
tion. Not only will it enhan-
ce their skills but it willalso
save the varsity paper was-
tage, he said.

Kakade said many stu-
dents indulge in the writing
long answers for the sake of
writing. However, there are
softwares that can detect
the oceurrence of repeated
keywords ina passage. Such

systems might get available
in future and students need
to be aware of smart wri-
ting.

He further said that the
varsity had conducted an
experimental survey in the
October semester exam last .
year, which depicted the av-
erage use of answer sheets
by students from a particu-
lar faculty.

Almost all the faculties
were involved in the survey
and a few answer sheets
from each faculty was taken
in consideration for it and

their usage was recorded,
he said.

According to the survey
results, students did not use
all the pages given in the

and BSc, an answer
24 pages is provided .
the exam, But, the survey
showed that on an average
12.9,14.5and 14.2 pages were
used for writing the respec-
tive exam by students.

The survey showed that
for the engineering courses,
for which ananswer sheet of
40 pages is provided, merely
26.2 pages were being used

" during the semester exam.

Whileforthe MA course, the
rate of blank papers went
up to 45%, with only 21.3 pa-
ges being used in a 40-page
answer sheet.

The university officials
said the survey was done to
find out the paper wastage
in semester exams and
whether the number of pa-
ges in an answer sheet,
which have been found to be
less used, be minimised. /
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
