Generally, colleges are gi-
ven affiliation on a temporary
basis, which must be renewed
periodically. However, once
the college has completed six
years from its foundation da-
te, it can apply for the perma-
uentafﬁliatinnataxus.

“For permanent affilia-
tion, a college must meet cer-
tain criteria. Be it infrastruc-
ture or academics, the colle-
ge's performance must be top-
notch,” Shirkeadded. .

Another SUK official said
thecollegesmust apply for the
permanent affiliation status
directly to the university.

If the college qualifies for
the affiliation, then a local in-
quiry committee is sent to the
college campus, where its
track record, academic and
administrativeefficiency, par-
ticipation in extracurricular
activities etc. are assessed.

Theofficial added that affi-
liation is important when it
comes to establishing infrast-
ructure and other develop-
ment initiatives. A perma-
nent affiliation sets the colle-
ge free from the annual time-
consuming ritual of visits by
the varsity’s local inquiry

committee for renewal of the
temporary affiliation. It also
shows that the college is mo-
ving inrightdirection.

Earlier, D R More, the for-
mer director of Board of Col-
leges and University Develop-
ment (BCUD), SUK, had said
the number of permanently
affiliated colleges have gone
upinlast10 years.

“We had relaxed a few
stringent norms, so that all
the colleges that are willing to
improve their academic re-
cords and become a part of the
permanent affiliation club,
candoso,” hehadadded.
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
