Kolhapur: The Shivaji Univer-
sity; Kolhapur (SUK) has been
shortlisted for Union govern-
ment’s proposed ambitious
projectof settingupworldclass
Institution of Eminence (I0E).

A university officials said
as many as 32 institutes across
the country have been shortlis-
tedandfrom Maharashtraonly
two varsities have been selec-
ted — SUK and Pune-based Sa-
vitribai Phule Pune University
(SPPU).

Now, we are preparing
for the IOE application for
which a strategic plan hastobe
created. For this, we have alrea-
dy formed a few committees to
1look after the academic and ad-
ministrative details,” he said,
adding that the final proposal
will have to be submitted by De-
cember thisyear.

“An institute has topay Rs1cro-
re processing fee with the IOE
proposal. If the institute does
not get selected, it will get Rs 75
lakh back and not the whole
amount,” hesaid.

Earlier, on expectations
from an institution of eminen-
ce, the UGC circular had said
that it should preferably be

“Apart from regular cour-
ses, it should also offer various
inter-disciplinary courses, in-
cluding in areas of emerging
technology and interestas well
as those of relevance to the de-
velopment concerns of the co-
untry It should alsohaveagood
proportion of foreign or fore-
ignquality faculty;” it said.

Most importantpointof the
expectations in the guidelines
suggested that it should come
intop5000f any of the world re-
nowned ranking frameworks
inthefirst10yearsof settingup
onbeingdeclared asInstitution
of Eminence. Furthermore, it
should consistentlyimproveits
ranking to come in the top 100
eventually over time.
