Kolhapur: The senate mem-
bers of the Shivaji University
have approved the five-year
master plan in which over 100
new courses will be introdu-
ced aeross colleges in the di-
vision.

The green signal to the
plan was approved ina senate
meeting held in the universi-
ty campus on Tuesday.

According to the master
plan, satellite centres will be
installed in remote areas
" across the division that will
give an easy access to the stu-
dy material for students from
theseareas.

Pro vice-chancellor of
SUK D T Shirke told TOI,
“The management and the
academic council have alrea-
dy approved the said plan. We
will now forward the plan to
the state government.”

Explaining the details of
the plan, Shirke said that
SUK had conducted individu-
al meetings with the stake-
holders and separate com-
mittee members across Sang-
1i, Satara and Kolhapur. The
meetings were conducted in
the month of May where sta-
keholders such as the indust-
rialists, teachers, principal
and even parents were pre-
sent.
