Kolhapur: The Shivaji Uni-
versity, Kolhapur (SUK), in

(IQAC) is also functional in
the varsity and had received
praise from academicians
in the past. It should be no-
ted that before the third re-
accreditation cycle was con-
ducted way back in the year

- 2014, the varsity had aB-gra-

de ranking. After the NA-
AC’s successful report, var-
sity got its highest ever cu-
mulative grade point avera-
ge score of 3.16 that year —
highest in the state — that
earned varsity an A grade.
_Meanwhile in 2016, the

NAAC has revised its gra-
ding system, under which
the four point grading sy-
stem A, B, C and D has been
replaced with seven point
grading system-A++, A+, A, |
B++,B+,B,CandD. Thevar- |
sity sources said that the
authorities are aiming for |
thehighest grading.

According to the new
grading = systemr;~ institu-
tions that get CGPA 3.76 to 4
gets A++ grade, CGPA 3.51to
3.75 (A+), CGPA 3.01 to 3.50
(A), CGPA 2.76 to 3 (B++),
CGPA 2.51t02.75 (B+), CGPA

them. For this purpose, the
committee formulated the
Breeding of and Experi-
ments on Animals (Control
and Supervision) Rules,
1998, which were amended in
2001 and in 2006.

The UGC said the website
of CPCSEA has been laun-
ched and applications for re-
gistration are accepted onli-
ne.

In 2011, the UGC had issu-
ed guidelines for discontinu-
ation of dissection and ani-
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mal experimentation in zoo-
logy and life science courses
in a phased manner and has
been sending frequent re-
minderstoacademic institu-
tions since then.

The guidelines encoura-
ge use of books, models and
films. For undergraduate
programmes, students sho-
uldnotberequired todissect
any animal. Post-graduate
students can choose to dis-
sect animals or opt for a pro-
ject related to biodiversity
and/or biosystematics.
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
