He added that NAAC ac-
creditation was amandatory
norm and if not applied, the
institutions might as well lo-
se out on the benefits offered
by the central and state go-
vernment, Thereare various
funding through the Univer-
sity Grants Commission
(UGC) and Rashtriya Uch-
chatar Shiksha Abhiyan
(RUSA), which can be avai-
led only if an institute un-
dergoes assessment and has
therequired grading.

In its notice issued on
April 13, 2016, the UGC had
said that a college with the
highest accreditation in
three cycles of NAAC assess-
ment would be granted auto-
nomous status, which is
another reason why colleges
should apply for accredita-
tion.

NAAC is an autonomous
body established by the UGC
to assess and accredit insti-
tutions of higher education

in the country.
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
