Kolhapur: The Kolhapur
Municipal Corporation
(KMC) will initiate public
participation towards impro-
ving the green cover of theci-
ty through tree plantation
drives and by making gar-
densandopenspacesavailab-
le for the citizens, civic chief
Abhijeet Chaudhari said on
Sunday.

Chaudhari initiated the
drive to plant trees in the gar-
dens launched by Maharash-
tra Times. He raised several
concerns over the depleting
green cover and claimed that
the civic administration is
goingtorolloutaplantoiniti-
ate a massive plantation dri-
ve during the monsoon. As
part of the drive, on Sunday
the KMC pledged to plant
10,000 trees in the city in next
month. The plantation kick-
started from an open space
from the Ramanmala area.

“We are going to involve
citizens in the drive. We are
also planning to bring social
organizations on board to
plantheplantationdrive. The
plan of the plantation drive
will also include the task of
monitoring the growth of the
plants. Everyone needs to do
their bit towards expanding
greenery in their area,”
Chaudhari added.

The KMC is going to pro-
videplants, of indigenous va-
rieties, to the citizens and or-
ganizations for these drives.

Patil said
that the state government
has set the target of planting
50croretrees and hasalready

“As per the experts we ne-
ed to plant 400 crore trees
across the state to protect the

environment. By 2019 we will
end up plating 50 crore trees.
We expect the contribution of
the social organizations and
the citizens to look after the
planted trees. Next year, we
will set @ new target of plan-
ting 33 crore trees,” Patil sa-
id.

The district administra-
tion has planned to plant
40,000 trees in Shenda Park
area over 36 hectares of land.

The minister asked the offici-
als to plan a drip irrigation
system to grow the trees. Pa-
til also asked the experts to

plan to utilize the sewage wa-

ter to grow these trees.

The informa-
tion gathered will be used for
generating hall tickets du-
ring semester examinations
of the SUK. New students will
fill in the information while
gaining admission, and alre-
ady enrolled students will ha-
ve to update their details in
accordance with their acade-
mic progress.

If students fail to update
information, hall tickets will
be generated with outdated
information. That could cau-
se confusion and result in
loss of time for both students
and administrative staff, the
provice chancellor said.

“Thelink is yet to be made
available to students. We will
be reviewing the situation on
Monday and will start the ini-
tiative at the earliest,” he sa-
id, adding that over 80,000
