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Kolhapur: The Shivaji Uni-
versity, Kolhapur (SUK) has
received proposals for 12 new
colleges for the 2019-20 acade-
mic year.

“We have has received 150

other proposals for starting
new divisions and faculties,”
SUK pro-VCD T Shirke said.

He added, “There are 12
proposals for starting new
colleges that includes 8 con-
ventional, 2 professional and
2 skill-based colleges.

gement councils of the varsi-
ty the proposals will be for-
warded to the state govern-
ment.”

A varsity official from the
administrative department
said that under the five-year
master plan the university
varsity has to send their aca-
demic proposals based on
their requirement for every
year. “This mean for the next
master plan the requirement
will differ than this year and
we might as well see more
number of subjects rather

than colleges,” he said.

The official added that the
plan has been included with
various lucrative highlights
such as new skill labs and co-
urses to be started in the next
five years in the division.

Accordingtohim, the var-
sity had conducted a survey
earlier this year about the re-
quirements in the division
before finalising their five-
year master plan that was
submitted tothe state govern-
ment on July 31.

Being asked about the

SR -
proposals the official added
that not all the courses/colle-
ges/faculties will get the gre-
en light, “They (colleges) ne-
ed to comply with the criteria

- put forward by veteran edu-

cationist Narendra Jadhav,
who laid down the bench-
marks for creating the five-
year master plan. The crite-
ria such as financial require-
ment, geographical require-
ment, faculty availability, ex-
pertise, amongothersneed to
be addressed first in order to
be eligible. for the same,” he
said.

He added that the varsity
after thorough discussions
has found out that the divi-
sion needs more courses that
involve skill-based training,
courses with tour and tou-
rism, and the ones related to
fruit processing and leather
or sugar technology.

It should benoted that due
to rise in HSC result in the
past few years, the varsity
has witnessed rise indemand
for conventional courses, re-
sulting in admission crisis.
Notably, last year around 10
new colleges had got the state
government’snod.
