Kolhapur: Thecentre fordis-
tance education (CDE) of Shi-
vaji University, Kolhapur
(SUK) has invited applica-
tions for admission to its va-
rious courses.

The process, according to
the varsity circulan started
from October 5and will rema-
in open till October 15 with re-
gular fee, till October 17 with
late fee and till October 20
with super late fee.

Recently, new regulations
— UGC (Open and Distance
learning) Regulations, 2017
and subseguent amendments
in 2018 — were brought in by
the Union Grants Commis-
sion to regulate the conduct
of distance learning pro-
grammes by various univer-
sities in the country after
which the varsity’s courses
have been given nod.

In a circular on Saturday,
the SUK said that students

can opt for the academic year
201819 for the B Com semes-
ter 1, MA semester 1 for Ma-
rathi, Hindi, History, Social
Science, and Political Scien-
ce, M Com semester 1, and
MBA semester 1courses. The
link to application for the sa-
id courses is available online

on the SUK website.

According to varsity offi-
cials, the CDE courses is for
those who did not got admis-
sion due to the unavailability
of seats or due to employ-
ment, business or financial
issues.

“These degrees are useful
for getting employment as
well as promotion in the exis-
ting job. The courses are also
favoured by candidates who
appear for the competitive ex-
ams,” the varsity official sa-
id.

He added that students
can visit their nearby study
centre to get more informa-
tion about the admission pro-
cess and availability of the
courses. Detailed informa-
tion about the admission pro-
cess and courses can also be
found on SUK’s website
www.unishivaji.ac.in.

The CDE offers courses in
over 50 study centres across
Sangli, Satara and Kolhapur
districts. There are oOver
10,000 students studying in
the CDE under various pro-
grammes.

According to varsity offi-
cials, 11 new study centres ha-
ve been given nod to be func-
tional from 2018-19 academic
year.
