According to the univer-
sity officials, to make the in-
formation submission pro-
cedure simpler, the universi-
ty generally conducts a
workshop related to upda-
ting information on the MIS
portal. “Colleges will have to
submit the information on
www.dhemis.maharashtra-
.gov.in. Colleges can contact
0231-2609147 to clear any do-
ubts,” stated the university
circular.

The MIS data is collected
on several parameters such
as teachers, student enrol-
