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SUK figures in 56-60 band in
QS India university rankings

Kolhapur: The Shivaji Uni-
versity, Kolhapur (SUK) has
figured in 56-60 band in the
recently announced QS In-
diarankings.

According to the univer-
sity statement ‘QS World
University Ranking’ con-
ducts separate BRICS (Bra-
zil, Russia, India, China
and South Africa) ranking
as well.

Under Indian institu-
tions, the SUK has scored
56-60 band rank, while un-
der BRICS ranking it has
scored 251-260 rank. Notab-
ly, the university had not
made it to the top 100 in the
NIRF rankings earlier this
year.

The statement added
that the ranking is based on
factorssuchasacademicre-
putation, teacher-student
ratio, number of teachers
with PhD, researcharticles,
number of international

‘ltudents, number of inter-

national teachers etc.

According to the univer-
sity, under the research fac-
tor, the varsity stands se-
cond amongelite institutes,
the first one is Mumbai-ba-
sed Institute of Chemical
Technology. The officials
said that the certificate dis-
tribution of the ranking
was organised earlier last
week at New Delhi.

Devanand Shinde, vice-
chancellor of SUK said that
the cognizance from the in-
ternational level organisa-
tion is a confidence booster
for the institution.

“The SUK teachers have
frequently fared better in
their research across the
world and it has always re-
flected in the all the ran-
kings which we have gone
through. It is inspiring for
all of us and we will strive
hard for achieving better
research,” he said.

Ithastobenotedthatthe
Indian Institute of Techno-
logy, Bombay has topped

the first standalone QS ran-
kings for Indian institu-
tions, followed by IIT Mad-
ras and the Indian Institute
of Science (IISc), Bengalu-
ru. Seven IITs were ranked
in the top 10 and also the
University of Hyderabad
and Delhi University. Mum-
bai University, ranked 14, is
the top public university in
Maharashtra.

Inthe QSlist, 75 top Indi-
an institutions have been
named. IISc was adjudged
India’s best institution in
the QS World University
Rankings released earlier
this year. But the domestic
league hasseenIIT-Bombay
getting top rank.

On the difference in ran-
kingsof Indianinstitutions
in the domestic and inter-
national tables, the QS (Qu-
acquarelli Symonds) orga-
nisation explained that the
performancecriteria for In-
dian university rankings
were the same as for QS
