: Admission process for distance
education courses in progress

Kolhapur: The Centre for
Distance Education (CDE) of
the Shivaji University, Kolha-
pur (SUK), has invited appli-
cations for admission to vari-
ous courses.

The application process,
according to the varsity cir-
cular, will conclude on Au-
gust 4; a late fee will be
charged of students seeking
admission after August 4, till
August 10. A hiked late fee
will come into effect after Au-
gust10, till August16.

Students can apply for the
BA, BCom, MA, MCom,
MBA, MSc (mathematics),
public administration and
PG diploma in translation
courses, along with a host of
others.

A varsity official said,
“CDE courses could be done
by those who due to employ-
ment, business or financial
issues could not complete
their education. Students
who have not got admission
tocolleges canalsoalsoapply.
These courses are also often
taken by candidates applying
for competitive examin-
ations while applying for
jobs.”

Students can visit a study
centre close to them to know
about the admission process
and availability of seats in
courses of their choice.
There are study centres at
various locations in Sangli,
Satara and Kolhapur dis-
tricts.

University officials said
detailed information about
the admission process and
the courses can be found on
the website: www.unishiva-
ji.ac.in.
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Kolhapur: Shivaji University, Kolhapur (SUK)
has dispatched over 11,000 degree certificates
which had not been distributed earlier as there
was a printing issue. Director Mahesh Kakade
of the Board of Examinations and Evaluation,
SUK, told TOI that they had joined hands with
rail mail for bulk delivery of the certificates, af-
ter printing was finished.

“With this association we have managed to
deliveraround 11,000 pendingcertificates tostu-
dents,” Kakade said, adding that there are no
certificates from the 2018 convocation ceremo-
ny that are yettobe dispatched.

Kakade said there were around 26,000 de-
gree certificates that were supposed to be dis-
tributed in absentia at this year’s convocation
ceremony in March. However, technical diffi-
culties hindered the printing of 11,000 degree
certificates.

Another varsity official said that there was
also an option for students to collect the certifi-
cate in person from the varsity campus by pro-
ducing valid ID and documents. It has to be

emony at the university, over 20,000 degree cer-
tificates had been printed in the new format.
However, due to various internal miscommuni-
cation among top authorities and disagree-
ment over the new format, the varsity had tore-
print around 24,000 degree certificates over-
night, just a day before the convocation ceremo-
ny on March 19, sources from the varsity said.

In the new format, the certificates contain
the signature of only the vice chancellor. Earli-
er, the registrar’s signature would also be on
these certificates. There was confusion over the
changed format, and ultimately the old format
wasretained.

Ultimately, the varsity justscrapped the new
certificates and reprinted certificates in the old
format. That had also caused errors tocreep in,
some sources said.

Various student bodies have demanded an
inquiry intothe issue, after which vice-chancel-
lor Devanand Shinde last week appointed a
three-member committee to investigate this U-
turn by the university. The committee will sub-
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notedthatthisyearfortheMthconvocationcer- mit its findings in three months. Ty
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
