Kolhapur: Shivaji Universi-
ty, Kolhapur (SUK) has asked
colleges in the division to re-
port the names of the tea-
chingfaculty, whodespitefre-
guent notices skip assess-
ment duties.

The April 4 circular, a co-
py of which is with TOI, said
that the chancellor’s office
has made it mandatory to an-
nounceresults within 30 days
of the last paper of a particu-
lar exam. To attain this goal
all available manpower must
be utilised. ;

The circular from Ma-
hesh Kakade, director of bo-
ard of examinations and eva-
luation, SUK, stated that
summer examinations in the
division have begun from
March 22. For answer sheet
assessment, a district-wise
centralised assessment pro-
gram(CAP)hasstarted. Prin-
. cipalsand teachers have been
. directed to follow instruc-
. tions from the chancellor’s
office.

Kakade said, “Earlier, it
used to happen that some fa-
culty would not show up for
assessment, sighting various
reasons. However after the
university directive and a di-
- rective from the state govern-
- _ment in February, the tea-
. chers have nochoice but tobe
present for assessment.” :
