The college -elections
will be held for the first time
after a gap of around 25 ye-
ars. RV Gurav, director of
student development (SUK),
said, “With the announce-
ment of the schedule on Tu-
esday, the code of conduct
has come into effect and will
remain until the process is

finished on September 30.”

Students’ Council and affili-
ated college students’ coun-
cil will be done on August 19,
while the final list will be
published on August22.”
Any student admitted in
the respective academic in-
stitution by August 19 is eli-
gible for the voting process.
Onbeingasked about the
expenditure limit of the
candidates, Gurav said,
“The maximum possible ex-
penditure per candidate for
the election of class repre-
sentative is Rs1,000 and for
elections of president, se-
cretary, lady representative
and representative of reser-
ved category is Rs5,000.”
He added, “No candidate
will be allowed to carry out
procession or rally m the
coﬂegenrmthe campus.”

Headded that manyissu-
es and questions can arise
during this process, but con-
sidering the importance of
the elections and the plat-
form it offers to the stu-
dents, they are hoping for a
peaceful election.
