Kolhapur: The hostel facili-
ties for students on the pre-
mises of Shivaji University,
Kolhapur, (SUK) — which
were being used as Covid iso-
lation facilities — will now
be reopened for the varsity
students as the administra-
tionhasgiven its permission
for the same.

A total of 91 hostel facili-
ties are there in the 276 colle-
ges affiliated with the SU in
Kolhapur, Sangli and Satara
districts.

Dr S.P. Hangergikar, the
chief rector of SU’s hostel
said, “The summer session
of the colleges has begun
from March 2, and accor-
dingly the preparations for
reopening hostel facilities
was done by SU, All the de-
partments were informed
about the hostel re-opening

on Monday. The admission
process for the hostel faciliti-
es has been started.”

There are 41 departments
in the university. On the uni-
versity premises, there are
10 hostel facilities, of which,
three buildings are boys hos-
tel, two girls hostel, two for

work and earn scheme, two
for technology department
and one building for PhD re-
searchers

As these hostel facilities
were closed, the rural stu-
dents were facing difficulti-
es, said Hangergikar.
