Synopsis:

Modi was the court script of most Maratha states of India from about 16™" Century till
early 20™ century. Therfore, most of the sources of the history of the Marathas are in Modi
script. They are not utilized by historians as most do not possess the ability to read the Modi
script. This course aims to introduce students of history especially Medieval and Maratha history
to the reading and writing of the Modi script. This course will also introduce learners to the
various archives which hold the documents in Modi script.
